“When you grow up in Cleveland, 
Ohio, playing in a Polish polka band, 
you learn to think fast on your feet”, 
says Ken Peplowski, who played his first 
pro engagement when he was still in 
elementary school. “From my first time 
performing in public, I knew I wanted to 
play music for a living.”

Ken, and his trumpet-playing brother 
Ted, made many local radio and TV 
appearances and played for Polish dances 
and weddings virtually every weekend 
all through high-school. “That’s where I 
learned to improvise, ‘fake’ songs, learn 
about chord changes, etc.- it’s exactly like 
learning to swim by being thrown into 
the water!”

After a year of college, Ken joined 
the Tommy Dorsey Orchestra under 
the direction of Buddy Morrow. “Buddy 
heard me with my quartet at a Cleveland 
jazz festival along with Teddy Wilson’s 
trio and the Dorsey band, and made an 
offer right then and there for me to not 
only play lead alto, but to have a feature 
spot on the clarinet with the rhythm 
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Ken Peplowski

section. It was a great ‘road-school’ – we 
learned the discipline that goes with 
playing one-nighters every day for 48 
weeks out of the year, and Buddy was a 
great, very generous bandleader.”

Peplowski met Sonny Stitt while on 
the road with the Dorsey band, and 
studied with him. “He was, and is, an 
inspiration to all of us who make a living 
‘on the road’ – I’ve never heard anybody 
play with such amazing consistency as 
Sonny, through all kinds of settings.”

In 1980, Ken moved to New York 
City, and was soon playing in all kinds of 
settings, from traditional to avant-garde 
jazz. “Everything’s a learning experience 
in jazz music – there’s always an element 
of the unpredictable.” In 1984, Benny 
Goodman came out of retirement and put 
together a new band, hiring Ken on tenor 
saxophone.

Peplowski  signed with Concord 
Records, under the tutelage of Carl 
Jefferson, the founder and president, and 
recorded close to 20 albums as a leader, 
including “The Natural Touch” in 1992 
which won Best Jazz Record of the Year 
by the Prises Deutschen Schallplatten 
Kritiken, and “The Other Portrait”, 
recorded in Sophia, Bulgaria with the 
symphony orchestra and highlighting 
Ken’s classical side. He also recorded two 
records on the Nagel Heyer label, “Lost In 
The Stars” and “Easy To Remember”, the 
latter of which features Bobby Short on 
his last recording. “I loved Bobby Short’s 
approach to the American songbook, and 
we’d talked about doing a record together 
for a while – I’m glad we got this one ‘in 
the can.’

“What’s in the future? “Who knows? 
I love all kinds of music, and I’d like to 

find more opportunities to bridge the 
gaps between different musical styles – I 
consider myself an interpreter of material 
– if something interests me, I try to put 
my own spin on it, without thinking or 
worrying about playing in any particular 
style. Basically, I like a challenge, I’m 
a sucker for a good melody, and I love 
playing for audiences, big or small.”

The litany of musicians Ken has 
collaborated with includes: Mel Tormé, 
Leon Redbone, Charlie Byrd, Peggy Lee, 
George Shearing,  Madonna, Hank Jones, 
Dave Frishberg, Rosemary Clooney, Tom 
Harrell,  James Moody, Cedar Walton, 
Les DeMerle, Bonnie Eisele, Houston 
Person, Steve Allen, Bill Charlap, 
Woody Allen, Marianne Faithfull, Isaac 
Delgado & Erich Kunzel. (“Although not 
necessarily in that order,” says Ken).
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John Pizzarelli Trio
Guitar & Vocals

J ohn Pizzarelli, the world-renowned 
guitarist and singer, has established 

himself as a prime contemporary 
interpreter of the Great American 
Songbook and beyond, with a repertoire 
that includes Joni Mitchell, Neil Young, 
Tom Waits, Antônio Carlos Jobim, and 
The Beatles. He has been hailed by The 
Boston Globe for “reinvigorating the 
Great American Songbook and re-

popularizing jazz.” The Toronto Star 
pegged him as “the genial genius of the 
guitar.” And The Seattle Times saluted 
him as “a rare entertainer of the old 
school.”

Following high-profile collaborations 
with Sir Paul McCartney and Michael 
McDonald, Pizzarelli returns to his 
roots to honor his hero, the legendary 
jazz/pop vocalist and pianist Nat 
King Cole, whose centennial is being 
celebrated around the world this year 
with various concerts, books and 
recordings. For Centennial Reasons… 
completes an epic trio of Pizzarelli 
albums saluting Cole, starting with Dear 
Mr. Cole, which helped put Pizzarelli on 
the map as an influential jazz guitarist 
and singer in 1994, and continuing 
with P.S. Mr. Cole, which cemented his 
legacy five years later.

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For Centennial Reasons… – 
featuring John Pizzarelli on guitar and 
vocals, Mike Karn on double bass, 
and Konrad Paszkudzki on piano – is 
produced by John Pizzarelli and co-
produced by Jessica Molaskey.

“Nat King Cole is the reason why 
I do what I do,” comments Pizzarelli. 
“The joy that he brought me has never 
faded and the musicality of his group 
remains fresh and vibrant to this day. 
I even got to work with Natalie Cole, 
Nat’s daughter, meet Nat’s wife Maria 
Cole, and become friends with and play 
with Freddy Cole, Nat’s brother. We are 
lucky to have lived in a world that gave 
us Nat Cole, the man and the music.”

For Centennial Reasons… features 
several songs Pizzarelli hasn’t previously 
recorded, from timeless well-known 
ballads (“When I Fall in Love,” “Body 
and Soul,” “The Very Thought of You”) 
to idiosyncratic jazz classics (Bobby 
Troup’s “I’m Such a Hungry Man,” 
“Save the Bones for Henry Jones”). The 
album also revisits and updates several 

numbers that Pizzarelli recorded 
earlier in his career. “After years of 
performing live,” he explains, “the 
trio has developed and refined these 
songs and, over time, figured out what 
we feel have become the definitive 
versions. Some arrangements, like 
‘Route 66,’ have gotten much faster. But 
‘Straighten Up and Fly Right,’ which I 
recorded for my first album way back 
in 1983, has settled into more of a 
mellow tone. After all this time, I can 
slow down and savor it. These songs 
never get old.”

In addition to these original takes 
on recognized Cole standards, this 
album introduces two new songs 
inspired by Cole’s spirit. “Nat King 
Cool,” written by Pizzarelli, is a 
sophisticated homage to the Cole 
Trio’s famous instrumental tracks. 
With his wife, singer Jessica Molaskey, 
he penned “A Hundred Years from 
Now,” which craftily uses oft-cited jazz 
phrases to express the essence of long-
term romance.
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Les DeMer le
Drums / Vocals

L es, a native of Brooklyn, NY, 
launched his career as drummer for 

jazz vibraphone great, Lionel Hampton.  
He toured for 12 years with jazz trumpet 
master, Harry James, and recorded 
three albums with him including the 
Grammy Award winning, “King James 
Version”.  Les’ own jazz/rock/fusion 
band, Transfusion, recorded five award-
winning LPs.  He has toured with The 
Manhattan Transfer and appeared with 
such musical greats as Lou Rawls, Sammy 
Davis, Jr., Frank Sinatra, Mel Tormé, and 
Joe Williams.  A resident of Amelia Island 
since 1991, Les continues to perform 
at concerts, festivals and Jazz cruises 
with his trio, quartet and Dynamic Les 
DeMerle Big Band Orchestra featuring 
Bonnie Eisele. They have recorded 15 
CDs including the new release, Hot Night 
In Venice on Origin Records.

As an author, Les has written two best-
selling educational drum books:  Jazz/
Rock Fusion, Volumes I and II, published 

by Hal Leonard. In addition he produced 
a two-part instructional drum video, 
Jazz Drumset Applications, Parts I & II, 
to impart his extensive knowledge to 
drummers around the world.  He extends 
his teachings via private in person and 
on-line lessons and ongoing appearances 
at drum clinics nationwide.

In 2001 Les’s longtime dream of 
creating a diversified jazz festival on 
Amelia Island came to fruition.  He and 
his wife Bonnie produced the Festival 
for three years prior to its incorporation 
as a non-profit 501(c) 3 tax exempt 
organization. With the help of generous 
sponsors and hardworking volunteers, 
the Amelia Island Jazz Festival has grown 
into an event which attracts major jazz 
artists and attendees from across the 
country.  But Les insists there will be 
more.  “We’re still growing” he says, “and 
we continue towards our goal of building 
the festival into a nationally recognized 
annual event.”

Dennis Marks has been playing bass with Arturo 
Sandoval for many years and has performed 
on Sandoval’s last six recordings, including the 
Grammy award winning Hot-House.  Dennis 
also has performed with such jazz greats as Dizzy 
Gillespie, Dave Liebman, Bob Mintzer, Maynard 
Ferguson, and Pat Matheny.  He has played at many 
major jazz festivals in recent years, including the 
JVC Festival in New York, the Playboy Festival in 
Los Angeles, and the North Sea Festival in Holland.
